FRIENDS and SERVANTS of the WORD

From the Word of the Day

“Sanctify them in the truth; thy word is truth.  As thou didst send me into the world, so I have sent them into the world.  And for their sake I consecrae myself, that they also may be conscrated in truth.”    
 (John 17, 17-19)                                   

How should we live this Word
Jesus prays to the Father that He might ‘consecrate’ His apostles in the truth and today He repeats the same prayer for each one of us.  He asks the Father to introduce us into the intimate, vital, and deep rapport in which the Three live, as Elizabeth of the Trinity loved to call them; the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.  In the Trinity, Truth is Love, that Word pronounced by the Eternal Father, incarnated by the Son, and effused by the Holy Spirit until the end of time.
Basically, Jesus invokes the Father so that He might send the Holy Spirit, the One who spreads Trinitarian Love to the extreme confines of the earth.  Thus, the Spirit brings all things to back to the original unity and harmony when God walked in the garden together with His creatures, in the evening breeze  (Cf. Genesis 2).  Holy Father, guard in Your name, those You have given Me. Send Your Spirit of Love upon them, the same Spirit, the same Life that passes among us, that they may be one in Us.
It is the dream of love, to be bonded together, lost in each other, so that He may be and may shine in all His fullness.  To lose oneself does not mean to confuse identities.  It means losing oneself in total self-giving as Jesus did in His Paschal Mystery.  ‘For their sake, I consecrate Myself, that they also may be consecrated in truth’.  Thus consecrated in Love, as Jesus totally offered Himself to the Father and to His brothers and sisters in one movement of love.
Today in my pause for contemplation, I will visualize the cenacle where Jesus prayed to the Father.  I will unite myself to His prayer, invoking the Holy Spirit:
Light of eternal wisdom, reveal to me the great mystery of God the Father and of the Son united in one love.

Unity is ineffable like God!  It is felt, it is seen, it is enjoyed but it is ineffable!  Everyone enjoys its presence.  Everyone suffers its absence.  It is peace, joy, love, ardor, heroic climate, highest generosity.  It is Jesus among us!
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
